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Welcome to Lawrence View Foundation 1 and 2 unit (nursery and reception). 

Our starting times for Foundation 1 (nursery) are 

	8.45pm - 11.45pm for morning sessions
	12.30pm - 3.30pm for afternoon sessions

As the rest of the school finish at 3.15pm, Foundation 1 will open their doors at this time to allow children to be collected with their siblings. 

All three and four year olds (nursery children) are entitled to 15 hours per week nursery education, however some children are eligible for 30 hours per week (full time provision), depending upon their parent/carer’s circumstances. 

The eligibility criteria for 30 hours are:

• Both parents must be working – or the sole parent is working in a lone parent family
• Each parent earns, on average, a weekly minimum equivalent to 16 hours at National Minimum Wage or National Living Wage

If your child is accessing full days, you are required to pay £5 to cover the cost of their school meal and supervision over lunchtime or £3 per day if you send sandwiches. 

If you feel you are eligible for 30 hours provision parents and carers will need to register at

We try to be as flexible as possible to suit every parent’s needs; whether you receive 15 or 30 hours provision. We offer full or part days, so 15 hours can be taken over 5 mornings or 5 afternoons or 2 full days and a half day. 30 hour children can access as much or as little of the 30 hours as parents require, and can alter their hours as needed. 

As part of our transition, we will visit your and your child at home and then you will have an opportunity to visit nursery on 3 separate occasions to get to know staff, routines and for your child to get to know the other children. 

Finally, please take off the rhyme sheet attached to the back of this letter and share this with your child. Sharing rhymes and stories are very important for your child’s language development as well as their attention, understanding and a lovely time to bond.
