· Where do we live – photo of their home for the display/class discussion. How are homes different in the class? 
· Name of the town – how do they get to school in the morning? Do they come in the car/have a long journey? Do they walk and see anything interesting on the way? Linked to maths – describe a familiar route. Discuss routes and locations using words like ‘in front of’ and ‘behind’. 

Fieldwork through Forest Schools: Talk about what they see using a wide range of vocabulary. Explore the natural world around them. Describe what they see, hear and feel while outside. 
Use all their senses in hands-on exploration of natural materials. 
· Senses walk around the school grounds – what can they see, hear, smell. 
 
	Recognise some similarities and differences between life in this country and life in other countries. 
Recognise that people have different beliefs and celebrate special times in different ways.
